ñTrain up a child in the way that he should 

go, and when he is old he will not turn from 

itò (Proverbs 22:6). Many of the problems 

that afflict society today are the direct result 

of the fact that parents have given up on the 

hard work of parenting.

A calm, blue, pristine lake, sparkles through a 

break in the pines.  A bit of sandy beach and 

water grasses nearly complete the picture I see 

when I raise my eyes above this computer 

screen.  I say, ñnearlyò because although no 

buildings are visible, just where the beach 

begins, two insignificant figures appear with 

their backs to me.  They, too, are looking out 

over the cool, undisturbed lake and cloud-

dotted sky. 

As much as Iôd like to be looking out through 

my window at this scene, Iôm about seventy-

five miles from it.  What I see now is on the 

wall in front of me in a calendar picture 

photographed and created by my friend, 

Evelyn.  The two tiny figures with their backs 

to me are my brother and I. 

 

This enchanted lake is our very own Lake 

Lucerne in Waushara County between 

Neshkoro and Wautoma, just off highway 73.  

My daughter, her dog, Gina, and I took a ride 

up there on a warm, sunny day a few weeks 

ago.  We went just because we wanted to be 

there to feel its serenity, to experience its 

beauty, to recall again some of our 

experiences there.   

 

Parking at the end of the road, we started 

down the path intending to take a short walk 

through the woods that surround the lake, but 

before we could stop ourselves, we realized it 

would be just as far to turn back as to continue 

around it.   

 

After circling the lake, we sat on the ground at 

its edge to enjoy our lunch of leftover crab 

salad between slices of soft home-baked 

oatmeal bread, a shared orange, and clear 

drinking water; finishing the feast with 

chocolate chip cookies.  Birds sang their 

spring songs and the trees whispered above us.  

Gina splashed through the shallow water, 

biting at the bubbles and spray, providing her 

own total amusement and expressing her joy 

while the two of us laughed, talked, and were 

silently grateful, in awe of what we were 

seeing and what we were feeling.  

 

Our church offers an impressive choice of 

camping experiences at Lake Lucerne as well 

as at other camps.  Weôre on the brink of that 

fulfilling season when fresh air is abundant 

and sunshine tans our skin.  So make it 

happen.
