Do pastors only work on Sunday mornings? 

My answer to that question may surprise you. 

I have prepared all my life for what I do and 

we do on Sunday morning. The result: when I 

am at the top of my game, I donôt feel like Iôm 

working on Sunday morning either. All I have 

to do is be who I have become thanks to Godôs 

Word and the love of my brothers and sisters. 

That Word and that love have shaped me and 

brought me healing over the entire course of 

my life. 
 

The heart of worship involves seeking Godôs 

face and hearing Godôs voice. We do that 

through intercessory prayer, singing Godôs 

praises, and most of all, through the resources 

of Holy Scripture. We do that in the breaking 

of the bread and the occasional healing service 

and altar call service. We do that when we 

celebrate a baptism, receive confirmands into 

full membership, and accept adults who have 

found a spiritual home in our midst into full 

membership. 
 

Worship is the heart of the life of any 

congregation, and the central axis on which 

the life of a pastor turns. There are many other 

times and places that make my life as a pastor 

very special. A lot depends on building 

relationships in which I invest my heart and 

soul. This occurs in the way God meant it to 

be, in which a hug is still a hug, a smile is still 

a smile, and the fundamental things apply, as 

time goes by. I can tell a lot just by looking 

into your eyes, and you can tell a lot just by 

looking into my eyes. 

Because we work together and play together, 

on a mission trip or a retreat; because we eat 

together and joke together, in a fellowship 

meal or during Vacation Bible School; 

because I am there for you when you are sick 

or wounded, or have lost the one person in 

your life you cared for more than you care 

about yourself, Sunday morning worship is 

not an isolated moment, but a time in which 

all the loose ends can be tied together. 
 

Itôs a very humbling thing. A pastor can never 

do enough and at the same time, a pastor often 

tries to do too much, to force issues that if 

forced bring about change without changing a 

darn thing. 
 

This is the last ñImpressionsò article I will 

write for Trinityôs newsletter. My heart is full 

of fond memories, not only of the last few 

weeks, of the baptism of Alexandra Yoder; of 

Motherôs Day with the Sunday School in full 

force; of the completion of Alex Greenôs 

Eagle Scout project which saw the 

involvement of two Boy Scout troops and the 

Cub Scouts; and of the confirmation of an

 graders. Not only of

I felt like a double agent swallowing the 

cyanide capsule as his captors close in; or the 

ñgood guyò entrusted with the map to hidden 

treasure, chewing it up as the ñbad guysò 

overtake him.  I had just come from 

swallowing a capsule containing a camera 

which blinked red to indicate that it was 

snapping pictures twice every second.  

Perhaps youôve had the same experience when 

a doctor wants to see what the inside of your 

small intestine looks like.  

 Later when I returned home and stopped in at 

the church, Pastor John said I looked like a 

suicide bomber.  Over my sweatshirt, I was 

wearing a six-inch wide black Velcro belt with 

a pouch containing a computer about the size 

of three cell phones.  It was alive with lights 

é three of them: one white, one green, and 

one blinking blue.   
  

I have to wonder what my father would have 

thought had I told him I had swallowed a 

camera.  We would have been looking for a 

doctor to remove it, not one to give me one to 

swallow.  I say ñgiveò with a great deal of 

license.  The procedure is billed at about 

thirty-five hundred dollars.  Add to that the 

doctorôs fee.  Thank goodness for insurance. 
 

I visit the dentist, or rather the hygienist, twice 

a year.  I have my eyesight checked once a 

year and spend several hundred dollars for 

glasses when I need a change.  I visit a 

Cardiologist regularly just to be reassured that 

my heartôs still doing what itôs supposed to do.  
  

I do some exercises in the morning and 

usually walk some and although I donôt 

always follow my own advice, I tell myself 

what foods I need to eat and which to avoid.  I 

take vitamins and prescriptions and floss 

every day.   
 

All this time, money, effort and sacrifice of 

comfort is expended simply to keep my body 

functioning; and (if one listens to oneôs 

doctor) to avoid, when humanly possible, any 

and all illness or malfunction of oneôs body.   
 

But what of the soul?  How much time, 

money, effort or sacrifice of comfort do I 

expend to keep my soul functioning; to feed 

and nurture it; to heal its wounds; to correct its 

ills?  Isnôt the soul far more important than the 

body?  The body is temporary, but the soul 

goes on.  The soulôs welfare may be the 

purpose of the bodyôs existence.  We seem to 

have it backward.  I think weôre given this life 

to evolve our souls.   So shouldnôt my soul 

and my body have comparable attention?  Is a 

ñdaily devotionò enough?  I may be wasting 

this life, this opportunity, this commission by 

letting my body dictate my focus.

Book Title:  ñLocked Up é Letters and  

 Papers of a Prisoner of  

 Conscienceò 

 

How did a humble, ordained Presbyterian 

minister and professor of many years end up 

in a federal prison?  Author, Don Beisswenger 

kept a diary of his prison life and the inhuman 

and insensitive treatment of prisoners.  If you 

want an honest account of what it takes to 

follow your heart, in or out of prison, you will 

want to read this book.  He shares his strength 

and deep faith in his day to day faith journey 

with prisoners.  His spiritual growth and 

human contact with the poor made his life in 

prison bearable. 

 

This very interesting author says, ñI hope that 

reading this book will strengthen you in your 

life before God.ò  He also hopes that readers 

will renew their own commitment to work and 

pray for justice and peace. 

 

Here are a few of author, Don Beisswengerôs 

spiritual reflections:  ñAs the reality of my 

sentence set in, I wondered how I would stay 

alive while in prison.ò  ñBecause there is a 

geography to the life of faith, where we stand 

affects what we see.ò  ñWe do not receive all 

of Godôs promises, but enough to recognize 

them from afar and to know when they have 

been fulfilled.ò  And, ñI rejoice in how God 

has led me to care about the other inmates and 

to seek right relationships with them.ò 

 

As the author says, ñI am sad, but not 

hopelessly so,ò you will find his dairy, some 

of his letters to prisoners and even a little love 

story thrown in.  A ñmust readò for every 

Christian because of the sensitive accounts of 

human contact and spiritual growth that made 

his prison life bearable. 

 

Welcome Back to a Man of God Who Paid a 

High Price by Dwight Lewis.  Dwight Lewis 

wrote toward the end of the book that author, 

Don has shown us that it is possible to take a 

stand to put our faith into action and to make a 

personal sacrifice in order to live out our 

beliefs.  Also that ñnot all of us are called to 

do prison time, but we who profess belief in a 

God of love are called to witness on behalf of 

the poor.ò
