I watched him.  Perhaps it wasnôt what I 

ñshould haveò been doing, but I watched him 

up there at the communion rail with his 

parentsélittle Connor, for whom we prayed 

so earnestly as he lay innocently on the brink 

between adoption and a frightening 

alternative.   

 

Now he had walked up the aisle, fairly 

dancing with anticipation, holding his 

motherôs hand, perhaps at her insistence.  He 

looked up at her face as she knelt and taking 

his cue from her, he also knelt. 

 

Anyone watching could not have missed the 

excitement, anticipation, and joy on Connorôs 

face as he waited his turn to receive the tiny 

cube of bread and the mini-glassful of grape 

juice.  It could not possibly have been the 

thought of a food treat in church that excited 

him.  A chocolate bar yes; a cube of bread and 

drop of juice, no!   

 

I believe it was privilege: the privilege of 

participating with the adults in whatever this 

practice held; the privilege of being accepted 

into the ñcircleò.  Connor could not have 

understood the symbolism of the act of Holy 

Communion, but he did understand the 

privilege of being with those who did.  

  

I had to ask myself whether I was as excited 

about the privilege as Connor had been.  Often 

it becomes ñwhat we doò to remember Jesusô 

sacrifice; and I fail to be filled up with the joy, 

anticipation, and privilege of being Godôs 

child.  I fail to ponder who I would be were it 

not for Christôs sacrifice and parents who 

brought me to God through Jesus.  Pastor 

Kerry reminded us of the personal nature of 

Holy Communion and the need to know God, 

not just to know about Him. Unhappily, he 

may have to repeat that reminder over and 

over for me to experience and maintain the 

degree of anticipation and joy I saw in 

Connor.

Do you know of a family struggling with an 

autistic child?  One of this yearôs Reading 

Program books under the Social Action 

category is entitled ñSacred Spark.ò  It is a 

most inspiring story and testimony of a mother 

who stands firm in her faith, not only from the 

pulpit, but also as a concerned citizen.  She is 

the Rev. Lisa Sykes, the author, who takes you 

on a journey of her private pain and public 

knowledge.  Her long battle to uncover the 

truth about the link between mercury and 

autism is a lesson to all of us, painful because 

our government has been failing the test of 

recognizing the truth. 
 

Through her public ministry in the United 

Methodist church and her private fight of her 

autistic son, you will find it most interesting to 

read about her determination and effort to 

fight the national politicians against further 

poisoning our children with the mercury 

poison found in many vaccines.  Half of the 

children with autism are not diagnosed until 

they are four and one-half years old, on the 

average.  Exposure can cause many behavioral 

dysfunctions.  Starting in the late 1980ôs, the 

total dose of mercury children received from 

childhood vaccines almost tripled. 
 

Medicine, science, government and our US 

courts have failed our children, but the church 

will not fail them.  You need to read the book 

to find out what part the United Methodist 

Church played.  Families with autistic children 

are at the mercy of their strong faith in God, as 

well as other family members, relatives and 

church friends. 
 

As late as January 14, 2009, government 

representatives voted not to fund studies on 

vaccine-autism research despite approval of 

the same studies at their prior meeting on 

December 12, 2008. 
 

About the Author:  Rev. Lisa Sykes currently 

serves as the associate pastor of Welborne 

United Methodist Church in Richmond, 

Virginia.  She has served the Virginia Annual 

Conference of the United Methodist Church 

for almost twenty years.  She is married with 

three sons.  Wesley, the middle son, was 

diagnosed with autism in 1998 and with 

mercury poisoning in 2000.  Since that time, 

in addition to being a wife, mother and 

minister, Lisa has become an advocate for 

safe, mercury-free vaccines and for children 

with disabilities.  She is president of a 

nonprofit organization dedicated to the 

elimination of mercury-free medicine. 
 

You will want to read Rev. Sykes well-written 

story which demonstrates her faith and trust in 

God and how we can triumph in the face of 

adversity reminding all of us how one person 

can indeed make a difference.  Thomas 

Jefferson once wrote that the care of human 

life and happiness, and not the destruction, is 

the first and only legitimate object of good 

government.

REPORT 

2010 ANNUAL CONFERENCE 
 

As required by the United Methodist 

Constitution and Book of Discipline, the 

Wisconsin Methodist Conference session is 

held annually.  This yearôs conference ran 

from a Sunday, June 13 thru Wednesday, June 

16 at the LaCrosse Conference Center.  As 

Lay Members representing our church, Marge 

and I participated as voting members of the 

convention.  We also attended a ñPre-

Conferenceò meeting at the First Church in 

Appleton, Saturday, May 15. 
 

The purpose of the conference is: 

1. Worship 
2. Ordination of Clergy 
3. Staff Nominations 
4. Recognition for Outstanding Service 
5. Recognition of Newly Retired 

Clergy and Staff Persons.  Some 20 

pastors were retired this year, 

including former Trinity pastor, 

Roger Clapp. 
6. A Memorial Service is Given for 

Those who have Passed On 
7. Reports From the Various 

Committees Including Missions 
8. Fellowship, Meeting with Old 

Friends and Making New Friends 
9. Discussions and Voting upon 

Conference ñAction Itemsò Which 

are Resolutions and 

Recommendations Requiring 

Approval of the Voting Membership 
 

The keynote theme for the 2010 Convention is 

ñGive Wholeheartedlyò.  The significance of 

this theme was explained during the 

proceedings. 
 

Marge and I enjoyed a Monday luncheon with 

the members of our circuit. 
 

ñAction Itemsò were voted upon at various 

times during the convention.  As Civil 

Elections determine the course of our 

government, so the ñAction Itemsò affect the 

future of the Wisconsin Methodist Churches. 

There were 25 items considered for the 2010 

Conference.  A complete listing is located in 

the library; following is a summary of the 

resolutions: 
 

Approved were action items regarding Camp 

Activities, UMW and Youth Sundays, Lay 

Speakers and Funding for New Ministries.  

Passed, too, were resolutions regarding 

Housing Allowances, Pensions, Health Care, 

and Funding for Retired Clergy.  Benefits are 

reduced for clergy retiring after 2010.  

Funding was approved for various charitable 

organizations including support of local 

churches food pantries and other community-

based charitable work. 
 

Sadly, the Bay City Methodist Church is 

discontinued as is the Wesley Foundation of 

Wisconsin located in Madison.  There were no 

new churches this year. 
 

Action Item 16 outlined the standard for 

Minimum Parsonage and Local Church 

Equipment.  Item 8 requires Local Churches 

to inform their congregations in understanding 

the benefits of the ñPatient Protection and 

Affordable Care Actò recently passed by 

Congress.  Ten specific benefits were named 

in the resolution.  This item passed on voice 

vote. 
 

Major changes to the structure of the 

ñDiscipleship Leadership Teamò were 

approved and a proposal to appoint a 5 person 

task force to reduce the budget was referred to 

committee.  The 2011 budget was approved 

with a 5% reduction in expenses and a 2% 

decrease in apportionments. 
 

Action Item 25 regarding the average loss of 

2,551 members per year in the Wisconsin 

Conference over the past 10 years.  This item 

proposed spiritual renewal through prayer and 

reinforcing of the ñBook of Disciplineò vows 

of ordination.  The item was approved, but a 

proposal was ruled out of order which would 

have allowed the retaining of church property 

by congregations wishing to withdraw from 

the conference.  At present, such properties 

would revert to the conference. 



Because of the children in attendance, I will 

use the word ñGayò to mean a personal of 

either gender in the following discussion. 
 

Several years ago, a resolution was passed 

providing for a future discussion regarding the 

issue of gays in the Methodist Church.  This 

year, much time was devoted to this issue.  At 

the outset, Bishop Lee quoted from the Book 

of Discipline: 1) Membership in the Methodist 

Church Will Not be Denied to a Gay Person, 

and 2) A Gay Person is Barred From 

Becoming Ordained in the Church.  The Book 

of Discipline is determined by the World 

Wide Church and cannot be altered by state 

conferences. 
 

Two Action Items were presented for 

consideration.  Item 17 proposed that at least 

one ñGayò must be appointed to each of 22 

positions including Leadership Teams, Youth 

Ministries, UM Womanôs and Menôs 

Organizations, Youth, and Young Adult 

Groups, etc.  This resolution was not voted 

upon because it was referred to a committee. 
 

Item 19 proposed that Verse 13 of Leviticus 

Chapter 20 be removed from the scripture 

because it condemns to death a person for 

being gay.  Item 19 also proposes to overturn 

the Book of Discipline ruling that prevents the 

ordination of a gay person.  This item was 

ruled Out of Order. 
 

Time was allocated for ñRound Tableò 

discussions to share thoughts, experiences and 

opinions regarding the gay position.  Those 

participating in the talks displayed a sense of 

fairness and forthright opinions. 
 

The traditional viewpoint position is based 

upon scriptures which, in more than just one 

passage, considers gay activities as sinful.  

The Bible is the very heart of the Methodist 

Doctrine and is deemed unalterable.  The 

position regarding gays remains consistent 

with the Book of Discipline. 
 

The gay movement proclaims that the trait is 

inherited genetically and cannot be controlled 

by the individual.  It is not a choice, but a 

natural instinct and, therefore, cannot be 

deemed unacceptable to society.  The gay 

movement proclaims the right to the same 

privileges as all others, including marriage and 

to be ordained. 
 

Both of these positions seem to be without 

compromise.  There doesnôt appear to be a 

middle ground.  The concern is that the un-

reconciled differences will result in churches 

breaking away.  There was no solution offered 

at the conference. 
 

Marge and I thank you for this opportunity to 

serve.
